As the name implies, Variations consists of a set of variations on the Korean folk song Arirang, which the composer heard while in Korea with the U.S. Army in the late 1950s.  Korean folk music tends toward sadness and melancholy, perhaps reflecting the country's long history of internal dissension and foreign domination. Chance masterfully crafted this work to capture the spirit and mood of the original song.
